Sandy Creek News: May 22, 1930, Sketches, “Relic of First Fair Found” While making preparations for the auction of his household goods last week, B. E. Harriman found in a bureau drawer a certificate awarded by the Fair Society in 1858, the year of the first Sandy Creek Fair. The certificate is 14 by 18 inches in size and at the top appear the words “Sandy Creek, Richland, Orwell and Boylston,” while directly beneath are the words, “Agricultural Society,” in large ornamental letters. 

At the bottom of the certificate, which was lithographed and published by Endicott & Co., N. Y., we read that the Sandy Creek, Richland, Orwell & Boylston Agricultural Society “awarded this diploma to Mrs. Simon Hadley for a Beautiful Bed Quilt exhibited at their annual fair, 1858.” Below are the signatures of E. H. Sergeant, Secretary, and Oren R. Earl, President. 

We are still looking for information and photos on Sunoco Garage and John Deere Machinery owned by Hobert Lester in the 1940s (where Ontario Tire, now Bargy's 4 Season's Tire and Auto was located) for the Sandy Creek Village book, which is now being researched and will be available in 2008 as the village celebrates 130 years of history.
