Past historian Marie (Kent) Parsons wrote in Yesterdays Album, “Photograph by Dexter Woodard whose hobby of photography documented much of the turn of the century farm community in Wolf Creek Valley (lying between Sage Hill and the Clark Hill, a long country mile to the north). John Sage was the last of his family to live on the homestead, down the hill from the schoolhouse, and for a while, as a young man operated the Sage Cheese Factory. Royce Hilton and Floyd Kent spent their adult lives within the Valley.”

In 1861-1862 the Sage district included land owned by Olonzo Tryon, M. Tryon, Morgan I. Wood, Thos. Lamb, O. Herrington, George Greenwood, Peter Mandigo, William Box, Job Hilliker, E. A. Hibbard, Newton M. Thompson, B. Paul, John Sage, Gilbert Sage, Chauncey Meacham, Mrs. Lindsey, Mrs. Phineas Wilder, Mrs. E. Bentley, Smith Trumbull, Samuel Potter and Elijah Upton.  

Sage school was established before 1813 and closed 1944.

President Ford and the U. S. Flag

As I watched the funeral of President Gerald Ford I was reminded of a flag program presented to the Daughters of the American Revolution Chapter I belong to. Did you know that a properly proportioned flag will fold 13 times on the triangles, representing the 13 Original Colonies. After the flag is completely folded and tucked in, it takes on the appearance of a cocked hat, ever reminding us of the soldiers who served under General George Washington and the sailors and marines who served under Captain John Paul Jones who were followed by their comrades and shipmates in the Armed Forces of the United States, preserving for us the rights, privileges, and freedoms we enjoy today. 

How to fly the United States Flag: 1. The flag should be hoisted briskly and lowered ceremoniously. 2. The flag is never allowed to touch the ground or the floor. 3. When hung over a sidewalk on a rope extending from a building to a pole, the union stars are always away from the building. 4. When vertically hung over the center of the street, the flag always has the union stars to the north in an east/west street, and to the east in a north/south street. 5. The flag of the United States of America should be at the center and at the highest point of the group when a number of flags of states or localities or pennants of societies are grouped and displayed from staffs. 6. The flag should never be festooned, drawn back, nor up, in folds but always allowed to fall free. 7. The flag should be displayed at half-staff until noon on Memorial Day then raised to the top of the staff. 8. Never fly the flag upside down except as a signal of distress in instances of extreme danger to life or property. 9. The flag is never flown in inclement weather except when using an all weather flag. 10. The flag can be flown every day from sunrise to sunset and at night if illuminated properly.
