Sergeant David F. Weisenburger is one of the many veterans to be included in this book. David entered the Army on August 7, 1952 and was discharged on August 5, 1954. He writes: “I left for Korea with my wife, Nancy and our two week old son, David Jr. Within a week of processing I was on the front lines. The first day was traumatic; two soldiers were being carried away as I reported for duty. My general duties included patrols, using a mine-sweeper, mail clerk, company clerk and I was in charge of a mortar squad. Our regiment was well equipped and trained. I received several medals and commendations, Combat Infantry Badge, Bronze Star, Meritorious Service, Korean Service Medal and NYS Conspicuous Cross.” When asked what experience(s) left the greatest impressions, he said, “How the children suffered for a war they did not understand and when we relieved another company that lost 180 soldiers the night before.”
