From her obituary: The death of Freelove Lindsey which occurred at the home of her son, November 22, 1912, removes one of the oldest residents of the town. She was born August 3, 1825, in the town of Sandy creek, where she has always resided. She was a daughter of Ruth and Lyman Reynolds, who came to the town from Vermont and is the last of a family of seven children.

She was united in marriage in 1847 to Captain Stephen Lindsey. Two children were born who survive her, Gilford Lindsey, who resides on the old homestead and Mrs. Abbie Harmon, of Richland. She was never ill but always very active and able to attend her household duties until about a month ago, when she was obliged to give up. She was a member of the Relief Corps, a faithful member of the Home Department Class of the Baptist Sunday School and a kind and obliging neighbor and will be greatly missed by all who knew her.
