The second book in the Abandoned Cemetery series will document Noyes Cemetery. Many of our pioneer families are buried here. This cemetery is located on what was the Noyes Farm on the Ridge Road and many of these gravestones are broken or so badly deteriorated that they are hard to read and waiting even another year would have been unthinkable. Phyllis LeBeau is photographing every gravestone and to date 54 stones have been documented. The Howlett family is one of the pioneer families buried in Noyes Cemetery.

The Howlett Family

In the year 1817, William Howlett, (great grandfather of Mrs. B. S. Porter and Miss Coral Howlett, of Lacona) with his wife, Priscilla Barrett Howlett, and two children, William E. and Julius Augustus, traveled overland with horses from the state of Connecticut, finally arriving in the Town of Sandy Creek. Such a journey, for any of the present generation would more than exhaust and discourage them, but not so with these Howletts. They built a log house in which to live and took up their tasks with the spirit, courage and ambition of true pioneers. At this time this section was but a wilderness with no railroad nor public highway yet put through, and when the road was laid out it brought their dwelling just west of the old Howlett homestead, now on the Ridge Road.

Howlett: born September 27, 1789…Woodstock, Connecticut married November 1, 1812 to Dolly  Carpenter who was born November 27, 1789…Thompson, Connecticut. Their children include William Howlett, Julius Howlett, Andalsuia Howlett, Caroline Howlett, Algernon Howlett, Guilford Howlett, Luton Howlett, Mary Jane Howlett, Frank Howlett. The first two children were born in Connecticut and the remaining seven were born in Sandy Creek.

Other familes buried at Noyes Cemetery include: Baker, Barlow, Button, DeLapp, Gray, Hibbard, Johnson, Lester, Look, McGuire, McLean, Noyes, Porter, Plumley, Roberts, Rogers, Russel, Samson, and Stewart. Any information on these families or family photographs would be appreciated.
