Arthur Ellis names other early Sandy Creek teams in his article from the Sesquicentennial History 1825-1975: In 1890 the “Leader’s” club was organized and almost matched the Empires by winning about 80% of their games in 1893. Players included Tad Harding (third base and manager), Gil Hadley (s.s.), Gilson Wart (catcher), Jim Latant (c.f.), Frank Bonner, Earl Brown, Jim Porter, Harv Bartlett and John Thompson. Phil Dyer also pitched for them on occasion. Their most interesting game just might have involved the very first organization of “Women’s Libbers.” They booked a game with an Ohio girls team called the “Cincinnati Reds” on September 1, 1891. About a thousand people filled the Sandy Creek Ballpark to watch the Leaders (ungallantly) whip the ladies 21-12 after trailing the first five innings. 
In 1898 a team called “Old Glory” was organized and although little is known of their record, they fielded some good ball players including Lawrence Bettinger, Jim Latant, Earl and Mac Upton and Avery Birdslow. 

Sandy Creek had another excellent team in 1904-05 with Tim Latant (o.f.), Allie Wheeler (s.s.) and Alva Dunbar (pitcher). Other stars were Harold Bosworth and Ray Tiff. 

In 1909-10 another winning team emerged with Maurice Prescott, Newt Wheeler, Jackie Blount, Bill Prescott and Karl Knowlton. Outstanding on this team were Earl Hadley, Bill Carpenter and Lloyd Sprague. Many fans asserted Lloyd Sprague could have been a major league catcher had he desired to follow baseball professionally. 
Saturday, May 31, 2008 we will remember and dedicate the burial place of two Revolutionary Soldiers, Stephen Lindsey and Jonathan Thrasher at Pioneer/Goodenough District Cemetery on Henderson Road (off NYS Rt. 3).
