May 31st is the actual Memorial Day and we hope you can join us at this important memorial dedication. The Continental Arms Collectors Association’s Revolutionary War Interpretive Unit, headed by George Clark, reflects a company from the 1st NY Regiment, Continental Army circa 1782. They use 1779 Regulations for the Order and Discipline of the Troops of the United States and they offer a first hand glimpse of our Nation's colorful military history. The high standard for the group’s accurate performance of military drills and ceremonies, in use by the Continental Army during the latter part of the War of Independence, is a result of the intense training the unit is committed to. 
 
Do you have a Revolutionary Patriot in your family tree ? A Patriot is defined as anyone who contributed to the cause of American freedom. The National Society accepts service, with some exceptions, for the period between 19 April 1775 (Battle of Lexington) and 26 November 1783 (withdrawal of British troops from New York). Request forms are available online at www.dar.org by clicking on “membership.” To be eligible, women must be 18 years or older, regardless of race, religion or ethnic background, who can prove direct lineal bloodline from an ancestor who aided in achieving American Independence.
