The 1917-1918 Oswego County Farm Directory reference book published by Orange Judd Company has given us a starting point to work back and forward from in our research of the farms located in the towns of Sandy Creek and Boylston, but we need help from our readers to acurately document this important part of our history. If you can help, please call my office at 387-5456 x 7.

A search of the 1867  Stone’s Atlas Oswego County Map for the Towns of Sandy Creek and Boylston is helpful with documenting the upcoming farm book. Other such maps are Hunter’s 1854 Map of Oswego County and Blankman’s 1889 Map of Oswego County, all three maps show old roads, names people living on these roads, list schools, mills, cemeteries, etc.  
Continuing from last weeks column: several roads lead from the Orwell Road in an easterly direction into the town of Boylston, and on the one farthest south lived Miles Blodgett, with his tannery near by, E. Goff, W. G. Rich, and the last two men owned other places located on this road. 

On a cross road leading north from the road named above and running along the town line to connect with the Lacona-Smartville Road lived C. Lester, W. W. Beebe, D. Hamer, W. C. Kelsey, H. Hastings (with his carpenter and chair shop on the creek near the house) E. Kelsey, Jacob Ackler, J. Smith and A. Tuttle. The road coming out by the District 2 school house, then designated as Schoolhouse No. 5. 
Near the Hastings shop a road led through the woods, to come out on the Orwell Road, its only resident was Jeremiah Mead. The road which leads south from the foot of Wheat Hill connected with this old road, on it was the residences of J. Wart, H. H. House, and L. S. Salisbury.
On the road leading north from this road at the foot of cemetery hill lived John Hastings (Dan Snyder), E. Carpenter (Cornelius LaRue), W. Snyder, N. Tuttle, Mrs. Goodrich, M. Snyder and G. Potter. 

On the road which leads past the Woodruff Schoolhouse to the Ridge Road lived G. Goodrich, S. Goodrich, E. Goodrich, S. Snyder, W. R. Woodruff, H. Davis, then Schoolhouse No. 16, then the homes of I. B. Briggs, C. Goodrich, S. Tifft, C. Snyder. On a road running north from this road lived Norman C. Briggs, D. White, D. Hall and J. Taylor.
Now that it has finally stopped raining I can finish work on the Stevens Cemetery map so I can get the book ready for publication. Bear with me, we strive for accuracy.
