This column continues locating the roads and families listed on the 1867 Stone’s Oswego County Map for the Towns of Sandy Creek and Boylston. We are still looking for help in documenting this information for the farm book. Maybe you have an old deed, a photograph of the farm-house, a family photo or have an hour or two to help with research. If so, please contact my office at 387-5456 x 7.
The 1917-1918 Oswego County Farm Directory reference book published by Orange Judd Company has given us a starting point to work back and forward from. I plan a day or two in Oswego to do deed searches in hopes of moving the research along. 

The next long road crossing the town from south to north is the Syracuse-Watertown highway, and starting at the Richland town line we find J. Stewart, C. Seeley, three other farms owned by C. Seeley, W. Wood, J. Hibbard, J. Upton, W. Hale, E. Hale, Mrs. Upton, P. Widrig, H. H. Joy, T. J. Towsley, C. G. Curry, D. Upton, P. Upton, P. Harmon, L. Harmon, L. Mallory, D. Sage, Mrs. Munderback, S. Scripture, M. Scripture, William Scripture, Mrs. Crandall, J. Crandall, Mrs. Duncan, J. Orr, H. Ainsworth, W. H. Cottrell, H. Murphy, and A. G. Earl (Hinds).
On the road north of the village lived H. M. Stevens (with his furnace near), O. R. Earl owned a house beyong and then came the houses of J. R. Knollin, H. Chrisman, T. Canough, S. Saddler, H. Mosier, G. Thompson, Mrs. Widrig, O. Spring and beyond Schoolhouse No. 15 was the home of B. Strate. 

On a road leading from the Ridge Road, near the Jamerson farm, to the State Road was schoolhouse No. 4, two sawmills and then the homes of N. Dryer, Z. Waite, B. Stewart, W. Towle, C. Seeley, A. Brown, L. & J. Cole, and on the road leading into the town of Richland lived M. Lighthall and W. J. Lighthall.
On the next road leading from the four corners on the Ridge Road to the State Road, lived H. A. Clark, S. Stewart, E. Carpenter, E. H. Kilburn, B. Lampinar, E. Kilburn, G. Kilburn and Mrs. Campbell. On the next road which crosses from the Ridge Road to the State Road lived J. Kelly, L. Lindo, W. Wallace, J. Snyder, W. Wilder and S. Harmon.
