The Coon schoolhouse was located north of Little Sandy Creek, on a short road leading west from the Scenic Highway (Route 3)
This column continues locating the roads and families listed on the 1867 Stone’s Oswego County Map for the Towns of Sandy Creek and Boylston. Other such maps are Hunter’s 1854 Map of Oswego County and Blankman’s 1889 Map of Oswego County, all three maps show old roads, names people living on these roads, list schools, mills, cemeteries, etc.  
The last road running across the town of Sandy Creek, from the town of Richland line into Jefferson County and the town of Ellisburg (Scenic Highway Rt. 3); beginning at the Richland line the map shows the following homeowners: Mrs. Muzzy, W. Kibling, J. Campbell, W. Bishop, M. L. Trumbull, School No. 1 (May School), May & Co., J. Swartfiguer, M. Morey, S. Kibling, J. Bishop and Gilbert Fitch on the corner and D. Reynolds on the opposite corner.
Continuing north: A. and P. Coon, School No. 12 (Coon School opened before 1812), two places owned by N. Sprague and two owned by W. Sprague, C. Potter, G. Guernsey, M. & G. Weaver, W. Sheldon, W. Weaver, W. C. Weaver, P. D. Clark’s Hotel, W. F. Hudson, F. Chawgo (blacksmith shop near the Ellisburg line).
Southern end of this road, on one leading from it in a generally easterly direction to the North Street Road, lived M. Noyes, O. Tryon, O. Harrington, M. I. Wood, L. Mandigo, J. Hilliker and C. Nash. 

On the next crossroad north lived J. Kibling, A. S. Warner and R. Lindsey, the road coming out on the Scenic Highway near School No. 1 (May School was established about 1825 and closed between 1893 and 1897).

On the next crossroad lived L. Woodard, H. Lindsey, N. Coon, W. Bettinger, D. Reynolds (at the corner by the Center Church).

Following this road towards Sandy Pond on the north side lived A. Sprague, G. M. Chawgo, I. Chrisman, J. Roberts (at the fork), L. Learned (at the end of the road by the junction of South and North Ponds. 
Following the southern branch of the road back to the corner by the Center Church (today the Church Mouse) are the homes of B. Weaver, Smith, G. S. Lansing, G. Gurley, School No. 3 (Agricultural Hall), I. Crouse, J. Kibling, B. Seaman and J. Wilda. On a road branching south lived G. Gurley, W. Sweet, J. W. Kelley and A. Lindsey (nearly to the Richland line).
North of Little Sandy Creek, on a short road leading west from Scenic Highway by Schoolhouse No. 12, lived A. Coon, and on the road leading east lived P. Reynolds, O. Allen and M. D. Allen. On the crossroad just north lived G. C. Tremane and on the next road H. McNitt, Y. Juckett, E. Herriman, H. Parmer, B. H. Mellon, W. Dingman and L. Reynolds. North on a road running from the Ellisburg Road, parallel with the Jefferson County line and intersecting the Scenic Highway lived J. Kenyon, W. H. Bettinger, H. Bettinger, J. Parsons and D. Ehle.

Between the Ellisburg Road and the Scenic Highway are two short roads running north. On one lived J. Bettinger and H. Murphy and on the other lived J. Weaver. 

On the road leading west from the Scenic Highway and bending north to follow the shore of the pond lived C. Dingman, E. Taylor, G. Chrisman, D. Howard, J. Carl, D. Welden, H. Kast, H. Franklin, H. Welden and J. Coon.
