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The 1867 Stone’s Oswego County Map for the Town of Boylston shows residents and the location of their homes and farms. This column continues locating the roads and families listed on the 1867 map for Sandy Creek and Boylston as both towns will be represented in the documentation of farms in the upcoming farm book. 

Boylston: The map names three settlements, Boylston, located at the four corners by the Hemlock Schoolhouse, Boylston Post Office, which is in the neighborhood known today as North Boylston and the third little settlement shown by the map is East Boylston, located in the northeastern corner of the town, on the old State Road. Each contained only a few houses with perhaps a store or schoolhouse.
The first road was the Old State Road, presently known as County Route 17. The road goes from Rome to Sackett’s Harbor and passes through the eastern edge of Boylston. 

Residents on the road crossing the Sandy Creek town line and extending east to Smartville were Thomas Hamer, Samuel Getman, H. Braman, Daniel P. Mead, George S. Mead, Garrett V. Snyder and Fred Rowe. 

At Archer Corners is a house owned by Alvinus Cummins. Beyond the corners lived Reuben Porter, Henry Schermerhorn, David Huffstater, D. Brown, Davis McDougall, Abram Schermerhorn, Cornelius Delong.

The schoolhouse at Smartville in those days was called the Spruce School. At Smartville lived James McDougall, steam sawmill owned by Israel P. Smart and Company. (Mr. Smart, for whom the settlement was named, was the father of F. W. Smart of Lacona.)
The road east of Smartville led through unbroken forest with no more houses until nearly the intersection of the Old State Road when residences of Frank Beach, Sr. and N. Ritchie are shown. James Leanor’s saw mill with his sons Matt, Ben and T. Field Leanor were prominent among the early residents of the Town of Boylston. 
On the town line road (east side of road), leading south from the Smartville road near the residence of Thomas Hamer and passing the schoolhouse was Jacob Ackler, Elisha Kelsey (on the Scripture place across from the Frank Kenway farm), William Campbell “Camp” Kelsey (George Robbins farm), William A. Rich. On the west side (Sandy Creek) was A. Tuttle, J. Smith, H. Hastings, W.W. Beebe and C. Lester.

On the road leading east from the Boylston-Sandy Creek town line road at the Doneburg/Lester Crossing (north side of the road) was Adam Doneburg, William Kelsey, sawmill of Henry Lester, (other side of road) Samuel Lester, W. H. Lester and A. G. Stowell. At the intersection of the Orwell-Archer Corners road (Presley Corners) lived John Dingman, going north lived L. Alden, E. Rowe, James Hunt, Barnum Ostrom, across the road the gun maker J. Bairds, (east side) Rob Kelsey, Henry Shoecraft, (other side of road) R. Streeter, L. Porter, William McDougall.
From the VanAuken schoolhouse a road leads east onto Smartville road where Peter VanAuken, Chauncey Edwards, Jud Bumpus, David L. Hamer, and Charles Tanner lived. This road intersects with the Smartville Road where Bob Greenfield, I. Ring, W. Tanner, I. Hyke, F. Shufty, J. Bartlett, Mr. Daily, R. Snyder lived. A short road leading east lived John Coffee and ending a short distance beyond the Rathburn place. 
Van Auken, known as Stacy Drive, ran east from New North South Road (CR 50)
