One of the oldest and largest dwellings in the Town of Sandy Creek, this house was long the Royce Hilton Farm home. This house was built about 1837 by well-to-do settlers, the family of Col. Andrew S. Warner, a New York State Assemblyman and an organizer of the 147th New York State Infantry in the Civil War. 
Hon. Andrew S. Warner was born in Vernon, Oneida County, New York, January 12, 1819, the second of 10 children. Warner moved to Sandy Creek in April 1837, and settled on the Hilton Road farm. He was first married to Mary E. Greene, daughter of Henry K. Greene, of New Haven, Oswego County. October 19, 1842, five children were the result of this marriage. His wife died June 22, 1859 and October 3, 1861, he was married to Cloe Monroe, daughter of Barnabas Monroe, one of the early settlers of Sandy Creek. Four children were born to them. 
Mr. Warner was a Republican. He was twice elected to the assembly, serving from 1855-1856; was elected to the senate and served from 1860-1861; entered the Army as a Colonel of the 147th Regiment New York Volunteers and received an honorable discharge because of failing health.
The Sandy Creek/Boylston Farm book: We are asking our readers who have purchased homes in the area to check their deeds for clues that show past owners, approximate size of the original property, etc. I have planned several trips this spring to the deed office in Oswego to document as many farm properties as possible.
