Dr. J. Roy Allen was born in this town on May 22, 1867, son of Byron and Gertrude (Hadley) Allen; graduated Sandy Creek School class of 1896 and continued his education at Syracuse University College of Medicine. In 1902 he married his high school sweetheart Ethel Barney. They lived in Orwell for 16 years. Dr. Allen became the first superintendent of the Oswego County Sanatorium. Later they moved to Sandy Creek and lived on South Main Street and his office was in a small building adjoining his home. Dr. Allen was a general practitioner at first, but eventually limited his practice to an oculist. Although his profession was medicine, he was a naturalist by avocation, finding deep satisfaction in his earlier years raising Holstein cattle and later in his extensive garden of flowers and shrubs, his collies and tropical fish. Dr. Allen died on December 19, 1953 and is buried at Woodlawn Cemetery. Mrs. Allen died in 1958. They had no children.
